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Kootenai County Planning & Zoning Commission Develop a Timetable Specific to the Amendment of the Comprehensive Plan
The Kootenai County Planning & Zoning Commission, with the approval of the Board of County Commissioners, have developed a timetable for all remaining tasks, activities, public meetings, and public hearings specific to the amendment of the Kootenai County Comprehensive Plan, referred to herein as, “the Plan.”

Currently, twelve of the fifteen chapters of the Plan are posted on the County’s website.  The first ten were uploaded in early January 2008, and two more were uploaded in mid February.  We expect to upload the remaining three chapters of the Plan - Land Use, Implementation, and Capital Improvements - within the next three weeks. We will also be uploading the Introduction, Executive Summary, and Definitions during this time frame.

Once all the chapters and related sections of the Plan have been posted to the County website, there will be a minimum thirty day preliminary comment period.  During the preliminary comment period, the Planning & Zoning Commission will hold at least six meetings to allow the public ample opportunity to provide oral comments on the Plan.  These will include two “Open House” style meetings where the public will be invited to engage in an open dialogue with the Planning & Zoning Commission. The remainder of the meetings will be “Open Mic Nights” where the public can present their comments and concerns to the Commission.  Each of the “Open Mic Nights” will deal with specific chapters chosen in advance by the Commission. Once the meetings are completed the Planning Commission will remove the posted chapters from the website and begin to amend the Plan.  

The amendment process may take up to forty-five days depending on the amount of input received during the public comment period.

The amended Plan, in its entirety, will be posted to the County website.  At that point, the public will have an additional sixty days to review and comment on the amended Plan.  During this sixty-day period, the Planning & Zoning Commission will conduct nine “road shows” throughout the County.  These “road shows” are informal presentations where 2 or 3 members of the commission will present a summary of the Plan and answer questions.  Public hearings specific to the Plan will be held at the end of the 60-day comment period.

Once these hearings are completed, the Planning & Zoning Commission will forward the Plan to the Board of County Commissioners.  At that point, the public will have another sixty days to review and comment on the Plan.  At the end of this 60-day review/comment period, the County Commissioners will hold their own hearings.
